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Coursework Assignments

Students choosing the coursework option should submit a folder of work to the Open Bible Institute office containing the following completed assignments:
1. A learning journal (compulsory but ungraded): Keep a record of your learning. The record should include study notes / notes from background reading / brief answers to the exercises in the study guide and personal reflections on the study experience. The student support leaflet “How to keep a learning journal” gives guidance on how a learning journal can be kept.

2. Short answer questions (1/3 of the total marks): Write brief notes, approximately 250-350 words each, on FIVE (5) of the following topics. Your answers should show both interaction with the course material plus a small amount of additional reading:

a. The character of a Christian apologist

b. Presuppositionalism

c. The coherence theory of truth
d. The cosmological argument

e. List the 3 responses you could give to the question: “What happens to people who’ve never heard the gospel?”
f. Naturalism

g. What does Acts 17 teach about the practice of apologetics?

h. The role of sympathy in discussing personal doubts

3. Exegesis questions (1/3 of the total marks): Outline the context (literary, historical, biblical), meaning and significance for apologetics of TWO (2) of the following verses. You will be expected to write approximately 500-600 words on each verse and display some interaction with at least one commentary in addition to the course material: 
a. Isaiah 41:21-22

b. John 14:6-7

c. Acts 17:23

d. Romans 1:20
e. Colossians 4:2-3
4. Essay question (1/3 of the total marks): Write an essay of approximately 1,000-1,200 words on ONE (1) of the following:

a. Formulate a definition of ‘apologetics’ showing a clear understanding of its theological basis. 

b. Compare and contrast the views of Aquinas and Luther on the place of reason in the development of faith.
c. How would you answer a person who says: ‘Christianity is a straight-jacket, I want to be free’?
